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1 次の英文は結婚と幸福について述べたものである。これを読んで下記の設問に

① A new economics paper has some old-fashioned advice for people navigating

the stresses of life: find a spouse who is also your best friend. Social

scientists have long known that married people tend to be happier, but

they debate whether that is because marriage causes happiness or simply

because happier people are more likely to get married. The new paper,

published by the National Bureau of Economic Research, controlled for pre-

marriage happiness levels.
⒜
It concluded that being married makes people

happier and more satisfied with their lives than those who remain single,

particularly during the most stressful periods like midlife crises.

② Even as fewer people are marrying, the disadvantages of remaining single

have broad implications. It’s important because marriage is increasingly a

force behind inequality. Stable marriages are more common among educated,

high-income people, and increasingly out of reach for those who are not.

That divide appears to affect not just people’s income and family stability,

but also their happiness and stress levels.

⒝
A quarter of today’s young adults will have never married by 2030,

which would be the highest share in modern history, according to the Pew

Research Center. Yet both remaining unmarried and divorcing are more

common among less-educated, lower-income people. Educated, high-income

people still marry at high rates and are less likely to divorce.

⒞
Those whose lives are most difficult could benefit most from marriage,

according to the economists who wrote the new paper, John Helliwell of

the Vancouver School of Economics and Shawn Grover of the Canadian

Department of Finance. “Marriage may be most important when there is

that stress in life and when things are going wrong,” Grover said. They
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analyzed data about happiness from two national surveys in the United

Kingdom and the Gallup World Poll. In all but a few parts of the world,

even when controlling for people’s life satisfaction before marriage, being

married made them happier.

This conclusion, however, did not hold true in

Latin America, South Asia and sub-Saharan Africa.

⑤ Interestingly, marital happiness long outlasted the honeymoon period. Though

⒠
some social scientists have argued that happiness levels are innate and

people return to their natural level of happiness after joyful or upsetting

events, the researchers found that the benefits of marriage persist.

⑥ One reason for that might be the role of friendship within marriage.

⒡
Those who consider their spouse or partner to be their best friend get

about twice as much life satisfaction from marriage as others, the study

found. The effect of friendship seems to be the result of living with a

romantic partner, rather than the legal status of being married, because it

was as strong for people who lived together but weren’t married. Women

benefit more from being married to their best friend than men do, though

women are less likely to regard their spouse as their best friend. “What

immediately intrigued me about the results was to rethink marriage as a

whole,” Helliwell said. “Maybe what is really important is friendship, and to

never forget that in the push and pull of daily life.”

⑦ Marriage has undergone a drastic shift in the last half century. In the

past, as the Nobel-winning economist Gary Becker described,
⒢
marriage was

utilitarian: women looked for a husband to make money and men looked

for a woman to manage the household. But in recent decades, the roles of

men and women have become more similar.
⒣
As a result, spouses have

taken on roles as companions and confidants, particularly those who are

financially stable, as some economists have discussed.

⑧ The benefits of marital friendship are most obvious during middle age,

when people tend to experience a dip in life satisfaction, largely because
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career and family demands cause the most stress then. “The biggest

benefits of marriage come in
⒤
high-stress environments, and people who are

married can handle midlife stress better than those who aren’t because

they have a shared load and shared friendship,” Helliwell said.

⑨ Overall, the research comes to a largely optimistic conclusion. People

have the capacity to increase their happiness levels and avoid falling deep

into midlife crisis by finding support in long-term relationships.（ ｊ ）

those relationships seem to be less achievable for the least advantaged

members of society.

① People use language with animals all the time. We talk to dogs, cats,

horses, dolphins, parrots any animal we have the opportunity to interact

with. Much of this speech is used for（ ａ ）, of course: we tell dogs to

sit or fetch and instruct horses on when to go or stop.
⒝
But our use of

language with animals isn’t restricted to giving orders; it’s common, for

example, for people to talk to their pets the way they would talk to

another human.

② And animals respond. Dogs, horses, and other animals can be trained to

obey orders given in human language. Parrots repeat words and phrases

they hear humans using around them. Many pet owners swear that their

pets understand English.
⒞
People have to be careful about using words like

walk or vet around their dogs because they know what kind of reaction

they’ll get.

③ The crucial question that we will ask here is
⒟
whether this behavior

really involves language in a meaningful way. When a dog responds to the

order to sit , does that dog understand the meaning of the word in a

linguistic sense? Or has it simply learned “when I hear those sounds, if I

sit, I’ll get a reward”? When the dog’s owner talks about her bad day and

the dog comes over to comfort her, is the dog a language user or just an

expert at reading the owner’s body language?

④ Dogs and dolphins don’t talk back with human voices, of course. Human

voices sound the way
⒠
they do because of the particular shape of the human

mouth and throat; we can’t expect a dog to make human sounds, just as

humans can’t exactly recreate a dog’s bark. Even great apes, who are more

anatomically similar to humans, don’t have the physiological equipment necessary
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for human speech. Viki, a chimpanzee who was raised like a human child

during the 1940s, eventually learned to approximate four spoken words（mama ,

papa , cup , and up）, but only with intensive training by her caretakers.

For a long time, the failure of chimpanzees like Viki to learn to speak was

taken as evidence that animals simply could not learn language.

⑤ But the fact that other animals cannot produce human speech doesn’t

mean they can’t use human language.
⒡
Maybe Viki failed, not because she

was incapable of using language, but because she didn’t have the appropriate

tools to make words: in other words, she needed something other than

spoken language. In the second half of the twentieth century, researchers

have suggested two types of systems that might give apes a better chance

of learning to use human language: word-like symbols represented in some

tangible way that apes can manipulate, and sign.

⑥ There were several famous experiments in the 1960s and 1970s in which

researchers tried to teach
⒢
these two kinds of systems to great apes（mostly

chimpanzees）.
⒣
These experiments aroused a great deal of interest and were

widely reported in the popular media, and many people today believe it to

be an established fact that “monkeys can learn sign language”.

⑦ The great apes who participated in these experiments were extremely

intelligent and used their trainers’ systems in impressive ways. But when

we look more closely at their behavior, it turns out that what the apes

were doing is different in some fundamental ways from what humans do

with language.
⒤
This doesn’t mean these animals are stupid or inferior to

human beings.
⒥
Rather, the more we learn about how language works, the

more it appears to be a species-specific form of communication. Great apes

and other animals are certainly able to communicate, but it’s misleading to

say that they use the same system humans do and that human system

is the thing we call “（ ｋ ）”.
