Did you know that the percentage (or ratio, percent) of female candidates (or

women running for office) in this year’s national election was one-third of the total?

B:

A:

No, I didn’t. Why (were there) so few?

It’s unbelievable(, isn’t it?) And this will (or may, might) surprise you more, but

this was still better than last time (or the previous time). There are so many barriers

(or obstacles) for women to be elected (or chosen) that we probably have no simple

(or easy) solution (or resolution).
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
